Position a Post on top of a Trellis, using the Position and secure another Post to the other side of
measurements provided. Screw from the outside into the Trellis. Ensure the notched ends on the Posts are as
the top and bottom of the Trellis as shown above. shown above. Repeat the process for the other side.
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Position and secure the Long Rafters to the Posts. Position and secure the Braces to the Long Rafters
Ensure the Long Rafters are flush to the top of the Posts. and Posts, as shown above. Repeat on the other side.
Space out the arch to your desired width.
